
ReCrete Materials, Inc. 
served their first customer 
on May 20, 2006 following 
many weeks of erecting 
equipment and testing 
concrete samples made at 
the new batch plant lo-
cated on the  
Stapleton property. 
 
The fully portable 
batch plant pro-
duces 150 yards of 
ready mix concrete 
per hour.  The plant 
is not unique but 
the end product is.  
It’s made from vir-
gin and recycled 
aggregates.  The 
recycled aggregate comes 
from the stockpiles at the 
Stapleton project itself. 
   
The ready mix concrete 
produced by ReCrete will 
fulfill concrete needs for 
any government LEED or 
Built Green projects.  
ReCrete is available in vari-
able strengths, up to 100’s 
of mix designs and has a 
creamier finish that crews 
prefer. 
 
Prices for ReCrete prod-
ucts are dependent upon 
the end location and are 
market driven based on 
prices of cement, but are 
competitive with traditional 
virgin mix.  The company 
will overachieve in the cus-
tomer service department 
by accommodating week-
end customers, and taking 
orders of all sizes. 

Right now ReCrete is tar-
geting customers within a 
15-mile radius of the batch 
plant.  But already, orders  
have been fulfilled as far 
away as Highlands Ranch.  

Leah Sullivan is dispatch; 
and Juan Garcia and Jose 
Gomez are driving the 
three new cement trucks.   
 
Jason Buesing has been 
researching and develop-

ing the ReCrete 
concept for years.  
Now the vision has 
materialized and 
he says, “ReCrete 
is about vertical 
integration and 
expansion of the 
companies. . . the 
promotion of green 
design.  It has one 
more end use to 
what RMCI does 
and is all about”.

The last few months have 
been very busy for our crews. 
We just completed a project 
at Buckley Air Force Base, 
where we processed 27,000 
tons of class 5 road base.  

 
The crew; Matthew Meador, 
Julian Romero, Valentin Villa, 
along with help from Stan 
Duarte cleaned up several 
piles of asphalt and concrete 
that had become an environ-
mental waste for Buckley.  
Our customer was very 
pleased with the performance 
of our crew and the results of 
the project. 

Production continued at the 
Taylor lot (Stapleton) where 
we have produced 114,000 
tons of road base and 33,000 
tons of 57 concrete rock. This 
cleaned up the concrete from 
the rail road tunnel that ran 
under the runways south of I-
70. The crew, Joe Montoya, 
Alejandro Segundo, Fred Ke-
plar, John Shogren and sev-
eral laborers, now have the 
task of moving the plant back 
to the north end of the Staple-
ton yard. 

 
We have continued to work 
on: the I-76 project at Fort 
Morgan, a road base project 

for Hall Irwin in Milliken, base 
and rock at Arvada and DADS. 
We have several new projects 
starting this summer: Parkhill 
detention pond, the second 
phase of I-76, a new recycle 
yard in Erie, and a recycle 
project in Glenwood Springs. 

 
 A special thanks to all crew 
members for their efforts this 
year. We have completed 
several successful projects 
and with your help the year 
promises to be a good one. 

On May 12, RMC of Calif., Inc. 
broke ground at El Toro.  
Right now the company is 
involved in a lengthy permit-
ting process but recycling of 
El Toro is set to begin in Sep-
tember, 2006.   
 

Nearly 3.5 million tons of 
Portland Cement Concrete 
(PCC) and asphalt will be re-
moved, recycled and re-used 
in private and public develop-
ment projects on-site.  Unlike  
Stapleton, all materials result-

ing from the recycling at El 
Toro will be used exclusively 
on-site, so RMC of Calif., Inc. 
will erect a batch plant at the 
El Toro site in spring 2007 in 
order to produce ready mix 
concrete.
