RMCI has been producing 
recycled specification aggre-
gates for 20 years and has 
recycled more than 25 million 
tons of concrete and asphalt 
making us one of the largest 
recycled aggregate producers 
in the U.S.  During this time, 
the perspective  has changed 
from recycled aggregate prod-
ucts are inferior to quarry 
products to an increasing 
acceptance of specification 
recycled aggregates as an 
alternative to natural materi-
als. 
 

RMCI has been selected by 
EPA Region 9 to emphasize 

the El Toro Recycle and Re-
Development Project as a 
project to monitor and docu-
ment throughout the entire 
life cycle of concrete removal 
to replacement as a re-use 
building material as concrete 
(ReCrete).  This will be accom-
plished through filming and 
recording the entire process 
in conjunction with RMCI of 
California personnel.  The EPA 
will broadcast the message to 
all EPA regions that the way 
RMCI of California is conduct-
ing the removal and recycle 
process at El Toro will be 
adopted nationwide for solid 
waste stream minimization. 

It is a long road from having 
to convince highway engi-
neers and project managers 
that recycled aggregates are 
an acceptable and usable 
product to being the EPA na-
tional Poster child at the next 
“World’s Largest Recycling 
Project”. 
 

Everyone involved in RMCI

RMCI began the Guanella 
Pass project  in June, 2004 as 
the crushing subcontractor to 
American Civil Constructors 
on the reconstruction and 
widening of the road between 
Georgetown and Grant. RMCI 
removed half the road, 
crushed the rock to less than 
four inches and reconstructed 
the road with a reinforced 
wall.  
 

Crews spent each summer 
crushing a total of 275,000 

plete October 1 with the dedi-
cated efforts of several cur-
rent and past employees. 
Over the last two years, Louis 
Bustamante with the help of 
Bill Thompson, John Shogren, 
Jullian Romero and Ramon 
Franco-Casado have worked 
many hours to project com-
pletion. They have produced 
more than 100,000 tons of 
road base, 7,000 tons of two 
different size seal coat chips, 
15,000 tons of ½ inch as-
phalt material and miscella-
neous fill materials.
